I bought this article and found it very useful.  I thought it would be useful for your prep, "The Pedagogy of Conversion" .  It does not deal with Trinidad alone but the ideas apply generally, and it gives greater insight into content than you would find elsewhere.  Susan Craig's book on Tobago is too big to scan on my scanner, hence the faded words.  You will have to go to one of the libraries to use it, the copy attached is okay, but not great.   
In addition to reading my lecture notes, you should read "Utilization, misuse, and development of human resources in the early West by M. K. Bacchas.  Pages 236-252 give nice over views and detailed discussion.  A good source!  I saw the book on Google Books [Go to http://books.google.tt then search for it using search books].  You can’t read all of it on Google Books, but it is better than nothing.  I advise that to read all of it go to the Carnegie Library in San Fernando, I saw it on their online catalog.  They seem to only have one copy but they are likely to have a reference copy on hand as well.
